The Susan G. Komen Race for the Cure® Series, with more than 150
events on five continents, involves more than 1.5 million participants
annually and has raised more than $1.5 billion while educating the
public and honoring those affected by breast cancer. In the U.S.,

75 percent of funds raised from these 5K events stays in the local
communities to fund education, screening and treatment while the
remaining amount funds research.
